FUN & FIT: Weight Management Program for
Obese Children in Hong Kong

In view of the growing incidence of childhood
obesity in Hong Kong, the Department has organized
the Fun & Fit program to tackle the problem. The
purpose of the project was to implement o weight
management intervention program for obese children
in Hong Kong. Exercise training and diet control were
the program focus. Through the financial and expertise
