Abstract: Based on the questionnaire collected from parents of 612 primary and secondary
children on the parenting behaviors, this study supported the multi-dimension structure of
warmth behavior. The confirmatory factor analysis result showed there are two kinds of
warmth behavior. In addition to the emotional warmth, Chinese parents also expressed their
care to children with another approach, called physical warmth.
