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Ever since its establishment, the Faculty of Education has been devoting much attention to
postgraduate studies. It has been developing both horizontally and vertically by broadening
the fields in postgraduate studies in education, while simultaneously providing professional
training for graduates of recognized universities to serve in local schools. All these
programmes report to the Board of Postgraduate Studies in Education.

I. ABEM Admission Requirements
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Doctoral Degree Programmes
Applicants should fulfill the following requirements for admission:
(1) hold the following degree or academic qualifications:
(a) a Master’s degree from a recognized university; or
(b) a Bachelor’s degree, normally with Second Class Honors in the upper division or
above, and have been registered in a course of study for a Master’s degree at this
University for at least one year and have demonstrated research ability; or
(c) been registered in a course of study for a doctoral degree at a recognized university
for at least one year, and have been approved for admission by the Graduate
Council.
(2) have obtained the Postgraduate Diploma in Education, or equivalent education
qualification, and/or relevant experience deemed acceptable;
(3) furnish proof of their research ability in the form of past publications, Master’s thesis,
and/or strong support from academic referees;
(4) perform satisfactorily in an interview conducted by the Graduate Division of
Education;
(5) pass a written entrance examination conducted by the Graduate Division of Education,
if necessary;
(6) fulfill the “English Language Requirements for Admission” prescribed below before
they are admitted:
(a) possesses a pass grade in English in one of the following examinations:
- Hong Kong Advanced Level Exam. (AS Level);
- Hong Kong Higher Level Exam;
- CUHK Matriculation Exam;
- General Certificate of Education Examination (GCE) Advanced Level
(A-Level)/ Advanced Subsidiary Level (AS-Level);
or
(b) achieve Level 4 or above in the English Language subject of the Hong Kong
Diploma of Secondary Education (HKDSE) Examination; or
(c) have a degree from a university in Hong Kong or degree of which the medium of
instruction is English, or
(d) have obtained a recognized professional, provided that the examination was
conducted in English, or
(e) submit one of the following scores for assessment by the programmes concerned:
TOEFL, GMAT (Verbal) or IELTS (Academic). (TOEFL and IELTS (Academic)
are considered valid for 2 years from the test date.)

Master’s Degree Programmes
Applicants should fulfill the following requirements for admission:
(1) hold the following degree or academic qualifications:
(a) graduated from a recognised university and obtained a Bachelor’s degree, normally

Additional qualification for admission

(a) Master of Arts Programme in Chinese Language Education
Applicants should be serving Chinese language teachers in primary or secondary
schools, although those with no relevant professional experience who have
obtained a Bachelor’s degree in Chinese language and worked in a field relevant to
Chinese language education may also apply.

(b) Master of Arts Programme in Early Childhood Education
Applicants for the full-time programme should be graduates of an early childhood
education, psychology, education or other relevant programme.
Applicants for the part-time programme should be serving pre-school principals,
supervisors, teachers, school development consultants or government officials,
although applicants have no relevant professional experience but have taken
specialised courses in equivalent programmes offered by recognised institutions
may also apply. In addition, applicants should preferably hold a Postgraduate
Diploma in Education / Certificate in Kindergarten Education or its equivalent.

(c) Master of Arts Programme in English Language Teaching
Applicants should preferably hold a Postgraduate Diploma in Education or
equivalent, having specialised in English language teaching.

(d) Master of Arts Programme in Professional Educational Psychology
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Applicants should hold the following degree or academic qualifications:

- graduated from a recognized university and obtained a Bachelor’s degree in
Psychology, normally with honours not lower than Second Class or achieving an
average grade of not lower than “B”; AND

- be eligible for Graduate Membership of The Hong Kong Psychological Society;

- possess a Postgraduate Diploma in Education or with relevant working
experience in educational or related settings are preferred.

(e) Master of Arts Programme in School Guidance and Counselling

Applicants should be counselling teachers, special-needs coordinators in schools,

social workers, frontline teachers, practicing/aspiring counsellors, or other

educational and helping professionals who want to develop the requisite knowledge
and skills to work with individuals with diverse needs.
(f) Master of Arts Programme in School Improvement and Leadership

Applicants should be serving school principals or vice principals, school

administrators, teachers, school development consultants/ officers or Education

Bureau officials. Those with no relevant professional experience but who have

taken specialised courses in equivalent programmes offered by recognised

institutions may also apply.
(g) Master of Arts Programme in Teaching English to Speakers of Other

Languages

Applicants should hold a Bachelor’s degree in English or a related field (such as

linguistics, literature and translation) from a recognized university. Those with a

relevant degree from a university outside Hong Kong should also meet a minimum

overall score of 7.0 in IELTS with the writing score not lower than 7.0; or a

minimum score of 94 in TOEFL (Internet-based) with the writing score not lower

than 27.

(h) Master of Science Programme in Mathematics Education

Applicants should hold a Bachelor’s degree in Mathematics or related areas from a

recognized university, preferably with second class honours level or above from a

recognized university.
