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Postgraduate Diploma in Education Programme
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The aim of the Postgraduate Diploma in Education Programme is to train and nurture
professional secondary school teachers. The Programme comprises course work and
teaching practicum. The curriculum is flexible and will be reviewed regularly to meet the
ever-changing needs arising from social and educational development.

There are two modes of study: full-time and part-time. Courses are grouped into the
following three domains: (1) Curriculum and Instruction Domain; (2) Educational
Administration and Policy Domain; (3) Educational Psychology Domain.

(1) Coursework requirement

Students are required to take 20 units of courses before graduation. The study scheme is
as follows:

(1) Required Courses 9.5 units
- Curriculum and Instruction Domain 3.5 units
(take 1 major SCT)
- Educational Administration and Policy 3 units
Domain
- Educational Psychology Domain 3 units
(ii) Core Electives 4.5 units
At least 1 course from each domain
(iii) Electives 3 units
2 other courses of any domain, can take core
electives / electives
(iv) Teaching Practicum 3 units
Total: 20 units

Full-time students — Should not take less than 4 courses and more than 5 courses per
term (excluding SCT major).

Part-time students — In the first year of study, should not take more than 5 courses per
year (excluding SCT major); and take at least 1 course but not more than 3 courses per
term (excluding SCT major).

(2) Teaching Practicum

Students are required to carry out teaching practicum during their study period. Students
will be barred from graduation if they fail the teaching practicum.

(3) Other requirements
Full-time English Major students are required to participate in a six-to-eight-week
immersion programme during their study period. Students will be barred from
graduation if they do not fulfill the requirement. Please visit the following website for
details and fees of the immersion programme:
