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Bachelor of Arts (Chinese Language Studies) and Bachelor of

Education (Chinese Language Education) Co-terminal Double
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This 5-year co-terminal double degree programme is offered by the Faculty of Education, The
Chinese University of Hong Kong. It provides training in Chinese language and literature,
language teaching methodology and educational studies. A variety of learning activities will
be used to develop students’ professional knowledge and skills in Chinese language education.
Students are required to complete 156 units of course work. Upon completion of all graduation
requirements, students would be awarded both degrees of Bachelor of Arts and Bachelor of
Education at the same time. They will also gain the equivalent of a Postgraduate Diploma in
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Education qualification. Programme graduates meet all the qualification requirements of
school teachers of Chinese and can teach in primary and secondary schools.
